Taliesin Preservation will offer a wide variety of high-quality furniture, lighting, pottery, home furnishings, and art objects designed or inspired by America's most influential architect, Frank Lloyd Wright. 
A special musical treat will be provided by Paul Martens who will be making a special appearance at the show on Sunday. Trained at Indiana University – Bloomington, Paul Martens is a Madison based violin maker and musician. He will present an inspiring demonstration and display of the art of instrument making and entertain show visitors with his musical ability. 

Members of the Milwaukee Art Museum, Racine Art Museum, Marquette University’s Haggerty Museum of Art, and the Rahr-West Art Museum can save half off their show admission price (regularly $10) by showing their membership card.
